The Government of Sindh with a vision to
encourage development of small and
medium enterprises (SMEs), to promote
entrepreneurial mindset, and to give a
major push to the wider agrarian
economy created Sindh Enterprise
Development Fund (SEDF) to provide a
sustainable institutional and legal
framework to achieve such objectives.

SEDF aims to provide boost to value
addition in the agriculture sector for
multiple economic benefits on growth,
intermediary services, and productivity.
It also seeks to introduce farm-level
interventions to improve efficiency and
profitability.

. Proposed Investment:

Drip Irrigation Plant

Agriculture continues to be the single
largest sector of the rural economy
providing livelihood to 66% of county’s
population of 202 million people. It
accounts for 20.9% of the GDP and
employing 43.4 percent of the total work
force in the country.

Drip irrigation is urgently needed in the
province in order to increase crop yield
and conservation of irrigation water. It is
the targeted intelligent application of
water, fertilizer and chemicals that when
used properly can provide great benefits
such as:

e Increase Revenue from
increased yields

e Increase Revenue from
increased quality

e Decrease in water costs
e Decrease in Labor costs

e Decrease in Energy, Fertilizer
and Pesticide Costs

e Improved Environment

The proposed project entails setting up of
a Drip irrigation Pipe manufacturing Unit
Based on Linear Low Density Polyethylene
(LLDPE) pipes.

Drip irrigation system includes the Main
line, Sub main line, Laterals & Emitters/
Drippers:

1. Mainline is made up of PVC & HDPE

which are of 65 mm diameter and above.

2. Sub main conveys the water uniformly
to lateral line and are made up of PVC,
HDPE or LDPE which are of diameter
32mmto 75 mm.

3. Laterals convey water uniformly by
means of drippers or emitters and are
made up of LDPE or LLDPE and are of
internal diameter 10, 12 & 16 mm.

4. Emitters reduce the pressure head 0.5
to 1.5 atmospheres to zero atmospheres.

The proposed project will be capable of
making drip irrigation pipe with
manufactured sizes of Dia 32mm to
75 mm.

Flexibility: LLDPE pipes have specific
elastic properties and can take a wide
range of curvatures.

Project Benefits:

. Better water use efficiency (60-70%)

. Total water saving is 350 million Cu.
Meters/ annum.

. Fertilizer saving of Rs. 100 cores

« Saving of 270,000 KWH of energy per
year worth Rs. 7 crores by pumping
less water

. Increase in yield (30 - T00%)

. Saving in Fertilizer usage (40%)

. Cultivation in saline land possible.

. There is a potential of about 20 million
Ha under drip in Sindh
